a. Jeff Gervasi, division chair for the Natural Science and Math division, presented a proposal for one Life Science Instructor which is a new position.  A handout was distributed detailing the need for a new instructor to meet the growing demand.
b. Phil Simons, division chair for Fine and Applied Art, presented a proposal for one Instrumental Music instructor to replace Kelly Leslie and one instructor to replace Tom Howell.  A handout explained in detail the types of classes that will need to be kept open.
c. Miles Vega-Carol Wilkins was not able to be here to make this presentation.  One counselor for transfer and career is needed.  Due to an overall shortage of counselors, this person would specifically keep up with the ever changing transfer requirements for our student.  Since two-thirds of our students have undeclared majors, the career counselor could assist them with various programs to help them determine their goal.  This position would also maintain the articulation agreements we have with other campuses.  

IV. Discussion-Dr. Glahn stated that since no one has responded to the request for changes or additions to the “Hiring New Faculty Ballot” form, we will proceed 
with that to rank the positions requested.  A pilot will be developed by Steve to test the viability of the ballot form before it is presented to the CLC at the next 
meeting.   At this time, we need to add 3 fulltime faculty positions to maintain our 82 FTEF required by the state.
