REPORTS

President’s Cabinet
Dr. Andrews addressed the rumor that the Tule River Tribe was going to be purchasing the college, which is false.  However, the college is working with the Tule River Tribe on a Diesel Technology Program.  

Dr. Andrews informed the committee there wasn’t good news with regards to the budget.  There was going to be additional reductions necessary the college needs to make.  

Dr. Andrews states that a two-year catalog would be better cost efficient for the college with regards to the budget.  It will save the college to implement this beginning 2003 to 2005.  

Academic Senate

OLD BUSINESS

Catalog Review Committee

The discussion continued towards concurrent enrollment of high school students at Porterville College.  This was undecided at this time, but will be decided on in later meetings.  

NEW BUSINESS

Summer School

Mr. Schultz was asking input from the CLC regarding Summer School starting at a later date than what was originally approved.  Summer falls half in this fiscal year and half in the next fiscal year, so two budgets are effected, states Mr. Schultz.  The proposal was to start eight week classes on June 9th and six week classes on June 23rd.  This decision needs to be made as soon as possible because of the schedule and Banner would need to be changed.  Mr. Schultz wants everyone to work on what is possible to have a final decision for Ms. Burkhart by February 28th.  

OTHER

Ms. Pearson brought up any suggestions regarding Commencement for this year.  There was a complaint last year regarding the area in which Commencement was held in.  One suggestion was to use the Stadium instead of the Quad area.
