I.
Call to Order

Craig Britton called the meeting to order at 3:04 pm, in the Student Center Conference Room.

Approval of Agenda

The agenda was approved as presented by consensus.

III.
Reports 

Item A

President’s Cabinet

The Academic Senate President-Elect, Stewart Hathaway, was recognized.  Congratulations Stewart!  The Faculty Instructional Technology Committee was approved by consensus.  Funding for the Committee will be a problem given the current state of the budget.  The Facilities Planning Advisory Committee was approved by consensus.  This committee reports to the CLC and both agendas and minutes will be posted on the PC Bulletin Board.  President Andrews distributed copies of the PC BATF Report Form that was distributed at the May 1 Board of Trustees meeting.  He also distributed copies of the KCCD KH Recommendation Progress dated 4/4/03 that was distributed by Janet Fulks to all Board members.  VP Schultz will form a summer work group to draft a preliminary Accreditation Midterm Report which is due October 15, 2003.  Summer meetings will be held on the same date as BRTF meetings and Academic Senate meetings.

Item B

Academic Senate

A report of activities by the Academic Senate were given by Susan Regier and are as follows:

· Members of the senate will be voting on the faculty evaluation procedure pilot and have asked all faculty for their input.

· The results of the faculty chair election have been forwarded to the President’s cabinet for approval.

Curriculum Committee

The committee will be finalizing the procedures for pre-requisites at the meeting scheduled for tomorrow.

Item E

CCA

Phil Simons clarified that if all three Academic Senates (district wide) approve the new faculty evaluation process, it will not necessarily mean that it will be implemented.  It will have to go to the union and through negotiations before a change in the current procedure can be made.  Also reported was that an election for two new CCA representatives is underway.  There was a discrepancy with the ballot deadline date and a withdrawal of a candidate but the issues have been resolved.

Item F

IT Committee

Lyle Martin reported that Jim Carson would be the committee chair beginning in the fall.  Also he asked if the committee could help pass a reminder along that pc_all email is for business messages only.  A new Privacy Act Bill (SB1386) regarding email accounts will be in effect July 1st.  The tech department is waiting for guidance from the District Wide Information Technology Committee on changes (if any) that may apply to our college.

Item G
BRTF Committee

The last meeting for the BRTF will be held May 21.  There has been discussion on prioritizing the order in which positions and programs could be reinstated or remain in the event that a larger community college budget be allocated from the state.  On the top of the priority list would be the restoration of the music and agriculture programs, which seems highly probable.

Item H
BATF Committee

John Etcheverry stated that a new budget allocation model needed to be drafted, as there is not a current model to reflect cuts in a budget.  It appears that the college will need to assume a 12% cut for next year. The BATF will meet again next month.

IV.

Old Business

Item A

New Faculty Position Proposals and Ranking

The division chairs presented the committee with their position needs.  Ten positions were brought to the floor and each committee member had an opportunity to rank them in a prioritized order; number 1 being the highest priority.  The votes were tallied and the outcome is as follows:

1. History/Political Science

2. Life Science

3. Psychology/Anthropology

4. Transfer Counselor

5. Child Development

6. Psychology/Human Services

7. General Counselor

8. Spanish

9. Psychiatric Technician

10. Child Development

These positions will not be added until the Music and Agriculture programs have been restored.  “What is the future for community colleges?”  Dr. Andrews responded that while the CSU and UC’s systems continue to receive major funding, the governor sees transfer as the highest priority.  This perspective has not embraced by the assembly and senate.  Community colleges affect the economy more than the CSU and UC’s.  The Master Plan in Education will be going up for review and possible amendment in the near future, which may affect our mission.

Item B

2003-04 Budget Review (handout)

John Etcheverry distributed two handouts.  One listed, in detail, the cuts necessary for a 12% reduction; the other a summation of the first.  He noted that the costs for health insurance, worker’s compensation, PERS and STRS still needed to be added to these reports as an expense.  John is working on finalizing the exact numbers and will present a concluding report to the CLC when completed.  The question was raised about the Golden Handshake.  The response was that the proposal was still going through the unions for negotiations but that a retirement package is imminent.  

V.
New Business

Item A

Program Review Process Modification Recommendations (handout)

After reviewing the current Program Review process, a CLC subcommittee (Steve Schultz, Ann Marie Wagstaff, Mike Carley and Kathy Bennett) brought forth their proposal to modify the current procedures for a more idealistic and effective process. The key recommendations prepared on the handout by Mike Carley are to “revise the timeline…so that it reflects an annual review schedule rather than a semester one.” and to  “declare that we are a year behind and re-establish our program review process to begin in the fall 2003.” The subcommittee will revise the calendar and timelines for an annual reflection and will be presented to the CLC in the near future.   

Item B

508 Compliance (handout)

Carol Wilkins distributed a handout regarding ADA compliance for committee awareness.

Item C

Future State Budget Implications on Child Care (handout)

Prudy Tanner reported there is a strong probability that next fiscal year the state will be sending the childcare center’s current funding to the county for distribution.   Currently, the childcare program is funded 100% by categorical funds.  There is no guarantee that the money will continue for the childcare centers, which is of growing concern, as the county will have discretion on spending.

Item D

Language Arts Mentor Program

Susan Regier stated that Language Arts would have funding, through Title III, for next year’s mentors but that this would but this is the last year of the grant. Future funding may be a challenge, as CSEA will not permit general funds to be used for student workers.

Item E

Selection of 2003-04 Faculty CLC Co-Chair

Ron Glahn accepted the position as the 03-04 CLC co-chair and was unanimously approved by committee consensus.
