III. Reports

a. President’s Cabinet-Dr. Andrews reported the last meeting on 2/2.  John Etcheverry gave an update on the current budget as compared to last year at this time, plus BATF and BRTF updates.

d. Curriculum Committee-Chris Piersol reported several PE courses approved, reviewed credit for AP exams, discussed raising state levels for English and math requirements.

g. Any budget cuts should be viewed as temporary and they should be cuts we can rebound from.

IV. Old Business

a. Approval of Classified Co-Chair-Michelle Hart will need more time to gain more information on this position.

b. Academic Renewal Policy report by Virginia Gurrola.  Title V states district board policy dictates the time period for academic renewal. Our board policy requires a lapse of 5 years while the PC catalog states 3 years.  Our catalog will have to be changed to reflect board policy.  Beginning fall 2004, we will begin following the 5 year policy.  Students will need to be notified.
c. Evening Security Position-Gary stated the position will hopefully be filled by the end of the month.  Final interviews will be held shortly.

d. Catalog Review Committee-Steve reported the committee is continuing to meet and is making progress updating the old language and the catalog sequence.  A supplement will be available to students reflecting policy changes by the end of this term.
