BRTF-John Etcheverry explained that if the bond measures fail to pass, 
the March 3 emergency CLC meetings would be postponed until more 
budget information is forthcoming from the state to the districts.  Steve 
will discuss with the President scheduling a campus 
meeting at noon for 
Friday, March 5 to discuss the budget situation regardless of the outcome 
of the vote.  The Ed. Code requires that March 15 letters be mailed to all 
instructors and administrators if the bond measures fail.  The campus will 
be updated via email as information becomes known during the interim 
and after the board meeting on March 4 regarding the situation.

He would like a year of comparison since 
his programs were cutback.  Consensus approved.  Carol Wilkins is 
working on the review for the counselors.  Miles Vega is updating the 
review for athletics which hasn’t been updated in over 4 years.  Maria 
Roman is preparing the data analysis for CalWORKS program review but 
some of the forms are missing.  She would like to complete a survey about 
services.  Val is working on Health Careers and Mike Carley is updating 
Institutional Research.

b. Update on March 3 emergency CLC meeting-Updated as part of the BRTF report.

V. New Business-
a. OCR Visit-Steve reported the Office of Civil Rights will be on campus the last week in March.  This is a random audit for compliance review and a comprehensive review of our vocational education programs.  They will be interviewing anyone whose program, department, or service affects vocational education students.  Interviews will be scheduled for Tuesday, March 30 and Wednesday, March 31.  The exit review will be held on Thursday, April 1.  Steve will be distributing a memo to all who will need to submit documents ahead of time and/or prepare for an interview.
b. PC CalWORK’S Contract with Tulare County Office of Education Child Care Educational Program-Maria Roman provided a handout outlining the proposed agreement to provide child care services for CalWORK’s student’s children through TCOE.  Priority is to have child care on campus and to extend the hours for summer school child care. This program allows family or friends who provide child care to be compensated.
c. Faculty Application Procedures-Janet distributed handouts reviewing current and proposed changes in the faculty application procedure.  Changes will be implemented as each situation is reviewed.  She requested input at the next meeting.  She also handed out information on institutions who evaluate foreign degrees.
