f. IT Committee-Kathy Bennett reported that student computers will be installed using Office 2003 since that is the software most textbooks are teaching.  Encouraged faculty to use Outlook Calendar for their personal appointments to save time for all staff making appointments and scheduling meetings.  SARS GRID manufacturers are going to modify their program to update with Outlook.  Ron Glahn encouraged division chairs to use Outlook for their calendars to save time and money in time the clerical staff spends scheduling meetings through emails and phone calls.  Training in Outlook will be available at the next Flex Day.


Banner Committee considering expanding IT and adding faculty to the 
committee.  Systems will be updated to BANNER 6.0 in October and 7.0 
in 18 months.  A 17” screen will be needed when 7.0 is added since 
Luminis requires a larger screen.

Accrediting Commission Openings-Steve reported there are three 
openings for faculty on the commission.  Applications are available.

b. 
New UC Admissions Policy-Maria distributed a handout outlining 
changes in admissions policy and their Master Plan.  Transfer 
students will need to have units completed in their major so 
community colleges will need to offer a higher level of classes.  
Remedial classes offered at CSU’s and UC’s are being reduced or 
eliminated.  These areas will be a challenge for community 
colleges and 
the newly formed Enrollment Management Committee to provide a 
balance for remedial and high achievers.  Others commented that CSU’s 
and UC’s are moving towards not accepting any transferable units over 60 
for electives and the 60 units must be core units.  Transfer would be 
guaranteed if 60 core units are completed and the required gpa is achieved 
for those campus’s who are part of the consortium. Significant changes 
will be required at the community college level serving both vocational 
and transfer needs of students.
c. 
Summer Schedule-Steve reported the summer class schedule is right on 
target for our budget.  We will offer more classes than last summer and 
similar to summer 2002.  The dates are June 14 through July22.  A 4 day 
work week is being proposed again this summer.
