Updates/responses to BRTF Recommendations-Committee would like 
feedback on the recommendations.  There are no funds for the adjunct budget.  
Dr. Andrews stated that the catalog can list classes which are not offered on a 
regular basis in reference to certificate programs which are not frequently offered.

Faculty Hires-Dr. Andrews stated fulltime faculty FTE obligation is 82; if the 

three colleges meet their goal we will be 1.8 over what they need to submit.  

Chancellor agreed PC could fill 81 positions at PC.  The District is still in 
compliance and over .8.  Director of LMC position will be re-vamped.  Previous 
positions held by Jeff 
Spalsbury, Tom Howell, Kelly Leslie, one Psych. Tech 
position and one LVN position will be filled.
  Consensus approved.

Facilities Planning Sub Committee-Dr. Andrews distributed a handout. Items on 
the list were discussed.  A second, smaller quad area will be created in the health 

careers/child development modular area for future growth. Child Development 

building will disappear in the next few months in preparation of the resource 

center being added.  Child Development will soon move to modular units.  New 
Fitness/Wellness Center will be adjacent to the tennis courts.  We have to 

show a high utilization rate for labs and classrooms to prove to the state we need 

more space.
