IV. Reports
a. President’s Cabinet-Dr. Andrews reported consensus approved adding CSEA President or designee, as co-chair to CLC.  Current and future budget was discussed.
b. Academic Senate-Stewart Hathaway reported a draft of a discontinuation policy for programs is being developed reviewing the impact  on the community, local businesses, students, etc.  As of yet, no nominations for academic senate president have been received.  Deadline is this Friday.
c. CSEA-Michelle Hart reported contract negotiations continuing, MUP program going well increasing communication on campus and with staff, permanent labor representative, Bob Baker, has been elected.

d. Curriculum Committee-Chris Piersol reported several agriculture and language arts classes have been approved for modification. 

e. CCA-Chris Piersol reported a tentative agreement will be sent to members for ratification.  Several PC staff have been nominated for positions on the Executive Board. 
f. IT-Kathy Bennett stated there was no quorum at today’s meeting but informal discussion was held.  IT purchases need to be routed to Kathy for overview by the tech’s to avoid costly mistakes.  Software programs need to be evaluated by DRC staff to determine accessibility.
g. BRTF-Steve Schultz reported for John that BRTF will continue in its capacity to deal with the proposed 3-5% budget cuts.  The Enrollment Management Committee will meet once before the end of this term and begin meeting regularly in the fall. 
h. BATF-Anne Marie reported the first meeting will be next Friday.
i. ASPC-No Report.

j. Title V-Michael reported hiring process is continuing.

k. Program Reviews-Cindy Rowlett will present her program review at the next meeting.  Val will not be ready by the next meeting.  IT and Michael’s should be completed by the May 10 meeting.

V. Old Business
a. OCR Update-Steve reported the Office of Civil Rights audit went well.  The representatives were very complimentary towards our staff and especially the DRC program.  Steve read the list of citations which were negligible since this was our first review. We have a year to make the corrections and changes.   
b. Updates/responses to BRTF Recommendations-Steve, in John’s place, requested input from division chairs regarding the recommendations.  Much discussion followed.  Anne Marie stated we cannot delay these decisions because budget cuts will have to be made to classes or athletics.  Copies of the recommendations need to be available to division chairs for further discussion and to expedite this process.  Due to time constraints, division chairs are encouraged to attend the BRTF meeting tomorrow to share their recommendations.
c. Commencement Update-Gary reported this is the last week for faculty to order caps and gowns.   Steve stated the reception will be held in the stadium following the ceremony.  A preliminary list of graduates will be sent to the division chairs to determine the Medal of Distinction Award.  Criteria for both awards need to be reviewed.  
d. Rank Instructional Equipment and Library Materials-Steve read the email from John stating BRTF’s recommendation to use leftover funds for IT expenses.  Much discussion ensued with multiple departments submitting handouts resulting in the consensus to use these funds for IT as recommended.  Dr. Andrews will review Measure G for funds to provide much needed safety measures in the science lab.
