Call to Order at 3:05 p.m. in AC-117.  Steve explained the position of 
Chairperson will be rotated each meeting and designated on the agenda.

Reports


a.  President’s Cabinet-a.  President’s Cabinet-Dr. Andrews reported the 2004-
05 budget status is unchanged and will be presented for final approval to the 
board meeting in October.  John Etcheverry will be submitting his resignation.  
Health concerns for a family member require them to relocate.  Chemical hygiene 
plan is ready for review and approval at the next meeting.  Cerro Coso 
Community College has changed to the traditional two Vice Presidents of 
Instruction and Student Services.  In light of this change, the Cabinet has been 
asked to consider whether or not PC should make such a change, but the change 
must be accomplished without negatively impacting the budget.  Input and 
discussion are encouraged from all.  Chancellor Drummond will be visiting PC on 
the morning of October 6.  A breakfast with Foundation members and community 
leaders is planned as well as tours of the campus and meetings with students, 
faculty, and staff before he returns to BC and CC campuses.  Regardless of the 
rumors, there are no plans to sell Jamison stadium or demolish the stadium for use 
as a parking lot.  The wooden seating of the Jamison Stadium visitor’s bleacher is 
unsafe and will be replaced as soon as possible.

b.  Academic Senate-Stewart reported Dr. Noland will be addressing the Early 
College High School issue this Thursday in SCCR at 2pm.  The 05/06 Academic 
Calendar is up for approval at the next meeting.  Each division will specify what it 
considers a program to be as the Program Discontinuance Policy is defined.  
Graduation requirements may be increased to include English 101A and Math 53.  
The Plenary session will vote on the issue at their next meeting this fall.  
Compressed calendar is now a priority of discussion and a sub committee will be 
formed soon.  
Classified staff has concerns regarding the shortage of staff 
required to implement a compressed calendar.

c.  CSEA-Michelle stated the grant writer position closes this Friday and we are 
moving forward with the hiring process. First chapter meeting is this Thursday.  


d.  Curriculum Committee-Chris reported revisions approved for math courses 
P051, 53, 55, 101, 102, and 122 change unit value to from 4 to 5 units.  The 
statement ‘Recommended Prerequisite’ used in the catalog will be changed to 
read ‘Recommendation.’  The Curriculum Handbook will be updated this year.  


e.  CCA-Chris explained the Interest Based Bargaining meeting helped to clarify 
some of the stumbling blocks they had last year.  Faculty meeting will be held 
tonight to discuss the Sunshine Articles, survey results from last May, and 
recognition of past negotiators.  Negotiations will be held Friday afternoon’s 
beginning in October.  The executive board is videoconferencing their meetings 
for all 
three campus’s.


f.  IT-Jim Carson-will meet after the tech’s complete cleaning up campus 
computers from virus attacks.

g.  BRTF/Enrollment Management Committee/BATF-John reported that 
BRTF will not be meeting unless budget problems resurface.  Enrollment 
Management Committee is meeting each week and 8 different groups will be 
meeting on their own to develop the committee’s present and future needs and 
direction.  He will provide a list of each group, its membership and their goals.  
BATF has not met.  The budget is the same.

c.  Student Equity Plan-Antonia reported all three campuses mandated to 
complete student equity plans.  David Waite and Antonia are gathering 
information to complete the report by the December deadline for Board approval 
before the state deadline of January 23.  They encourage others to participate in 
developing the plan.

d.  Printer Expenses in the Library-Kathy Bennett stated that expenses to 
maintain the faculty printers in the Library use to be covered by the Library 
and IT budget.  Who will pay for these expenses now and in the future?   Budgets 
need to be adjusted next year.   Always check with the computer tech’s before 
ordering any computer or printer equipment so they can help select the 
appropriate type that won’t require expensive cartridges.

e.  Occupational Advisory Committees-Steve reported the Occupational 
Advisory Committees are to meet once a term for programs such as child care, 
agriculture, building trades, criminology, human services, etc.  Some of these 
programs no longer exist.  The handbook will be updated this year so committees 
need to meet this term and Steve will be contacting those listed in the catalog.
