a.
President’s Cabinet-Dr. Andrews reported the following to be discussed 


at the next meeting: hygiene plan developed by Joy Brown, 04/05 budget 


voted on at next board meeting, facility building plan updated with Dave 


Horen, and Bill Norlund was introduced to the CLC committee as the 


interim business director.

Academic Senate-Stewart stated the senate voted to support increasing 


the graduation requirements, scheduling visits to early college/high school 


programs at other campuses with a recommendation by the end of this 


month, program discontinuation policy is being defined with the assistance 

of each division submitting a list of programs to be included.  Classified 


representatives will be at the board meeting at PC on Nov. 4 to discuss the 


compressed calendar issues.  The counselors would have to increase their 


work hours to 43.5 a week for the compressed calendar.  Accreditation 


workgroup will be meeting next week to begin organizing for the next 


accreditation.  Chancellor Drummond’s visit last week was very 



worthwhile.

CSEA-Baldomero stated part of the health benefits committee, that meets 


district wide, did not meet this month.

Curriculum Committee-Chris reported at the last meeting on 9/28 the 


Math P101 Trigonometry hybrid class was approved.  Meeting times for 


spring and next year were discussed.

CCA-Chris stated negotiation meetings began last Friday.  Their goal is to 

have a new contract by the end of this school year.  They will be focusing 


on faculty and faculty chair evaluations.  Revision of the by-laws is in 


process and will take the entire year to complete.

IT Committee-Kathy reported the committee met on 9/28 and discussed 


the Trojan virus and that all staff computers will be re-imaged to remove 


the virus.  To minimize re-infections all staff should be logging out but not 

shutting down their computers.  The AVG virus protection software 


updates over night to provide more protection.  As each computer is re-


imaged, updated software is being added.  When the project is completed, 


a campus wide meeting will be held to discuss the virus attack and how to 


prevent another one from taking place.  Opening the online distance 


education coordinator position was discussed.  Cerro Coso has offered to 


handle some of our online issues and the help desk.  Dr. Andrews is 


looking into that as an option to filling the position.  Oct. 16 Banner 6 is 


being implemented.

Title V-Michael reported a new program officer is at the Dept. of 



Education.  Dr. Andrews stated the COS/PC Title V grant has been 


approved.  It is a comprehensive and well funded grant with the project 


director staying at COS.  Kathy will be submitting a report.

Facility Planning Advisory Committee-Dr. Andrews explained that both 

facility planning committees have been combined into one.  Architects are 


being sought by the KCCD to begin the building project at PC.  Cost of 


supplies have increased and will impact how much we are able to do 


accomplish.  Jamison Stadium’s wooden bleachers will be replaced with 


metal ones and paid out of the swap meet funds. Possible PC expansion 


on the 40 acres between Plano Street and Farmer’s Tractor is being 


considered and the owner is going to be asked to consider donating the 


land.  Baseball fields and parking could be moved to that area since it is a 


flood plane and the soil is very sandy and not appropriate for building.  


The Porterville Tennis Association has offered to help repaint our tennis 


courts in exchange for their use.  Discussion will continue at the next 


meeting on Nov. 18.

Program  Reviews-Steve reported at the Accreditation Workshop the 


importance of timely program reviews was discussed.  He would like a 


meeting to be scheduled with all incomplete program review departments.  

Timelines will be reviewed and re-structured as needed.

Old Business
a.
Accreditation-Steve, Stewart, Susan, Antonia, Bill Henry, and Nikki 


attended an accreditation workshop and from this group a steering 



committee will be formed.  Recommendations will be brought to the CLC.  

The research and writing process will need to begin this spring.  In the fall 


of 2005 four standard groups will be formed to begin the accreditation 


process.

Faculty Ranking Criteria-Steve explained the committee had several 


rescheduled meetings but will meet before the November CLC meeting.   


The ranking criteria should also include classified, administrative, and 


management positions.

Rescheduling CLC Meetings-Steve stated several members have stated 


they do not want to change the meetings times.  Concerns were if reports 


were to be emailed, not everyone would read them in a timely manner nor 


be able to discuss them openly as they can now.  Discussion will continue 


with the coaches to address their situation.  


d.
K-12 Concurrent Enrollment and SB-338-Our current enrollment policy 

allows students below the 11th grade level to enroll.  Virginia distributed 


her proposal and explained we must have a policy in place otherwise there 

are no age restrictions of students who enroll or on the types of classes 


they can take.  Some class content may not be suitable for younger 



students.
BC Waitlist- The waitlist process has been expanded to allow students to enroll as vacancies are available, the waitlist will check pre-requisites of each student, and if a new class is opened, those on the waitlist will automatically be enrolled.  Students would be notified of their enrollment.  Students can check their account on the website to see what changes have been occurring.  Each campus has control of length of time waitlist is available for updating.  Implement during summer as a trial was suggested before policy is determined.  As Bakersfield College implements these changes, we can learn from their experience.

a. DRC-Carol Wilkins stated that all publications, events, meetings, etc., 
           need to include a statement issued by DRC for special or reasonable accommodations. Five instruction days are needed to make the public aware of these options.
