Call to Order by Val at 3:05 p.m.
I. Approval of Minutes—Minutes from the Jan. 24, 2005 meeting were approved.
II. Approval of Agenda—Dr. Andrews is not present to report on V. C. otherwise, the agenda is approved.
III. Reports

a. President’s Cabinet-no report, meeting postponed to Feb. 28 due to the holiday on Feb. 21.
b. Academic Senate-Stewart sent his report via email for review.  No comments.  Copy is attached.
c. CSEA-Chris Craig reported the weekend before last some CSEA board members attended retreat for training and are looking forward to hiring new classifieds.
d. Curriculum Committee-Chris Piersol reported the committee approved a new course in the science division, Anthropology P107 as well as modification of a general education course in the learning center and the Business division proposed a 4 unit course to replace 3 separate one unit courses.

e. CCA-Chris Piersol stated negotiations continue with tentative agreements regarding intellectual property rights, personal necessity leave, the grievance language, work continues on the evaluation process, benefits and compensation issues.
f. IT Committee-Jim stated the committee will meet this Thursday.  They will discuss the need for another computer classroom for all divisions to use.  Division Chairs are asked to attend for input.
g. Enrollment Management Committee-No report
h. BATF-Budget Allocation Task Force-Lynn reported the committee has not met.
i. ASPC-Antonia stated the ASPC student body will be conducting a campus tour this Thursday for 80 elementary students from Pixley.
j. Title V-Mike stated there was nothing new to report.
k. Facility Planning Advisory Committee-Steve distributed a handout outlining the increased construction costs for the grant.
l. Accreditation-Steve reported the committees have been meeting and working on their questions.  He cautioned them not to rush since we have until October to do the research.  Randy has created an Accreditation link on the PC website Bulletin Board including a chat room to exchange information along with a copy of the accreditation disc. The first progress report is due to the CLC on March 14.
m. Program Reviews-Initiated in Spring ’05-Complete in Fall ’05-Child Development; Financial Aid; EOPS; Business Office; President’s Office.   Initiated in Fall ‘04-Completed in Spring ‘05-Business Education, Disability Resource Center, Auxillary Services, Maintenance & Operations, Athletics
Final approval of the Child Care program review will be discussed at the next CLC meeting.  An electronic copy of all program reviews need to be forwarded to Mike.  Business Education program review will be postponed until Fall 05.  
IV. Old Business

a. Library/Instructional Equipment Grant-Chris Craig distributed an updated handout totaling $65,305 for equipment requests out of a total of $67,819.  Title V will purchase an overhead projector this year for SM101B and one the following year.  The Science Math division was able to save $2500 on their original requests and would like to add two new items to their list totaling $1110.  Unused funds will carry over to next year.  Hold off on approval until we know we won’t go over.  Order the extra items when we know the final costs.  Extra copy to Lynn for additional items.
b. Priority Registration for RN Students-Val distributed a registration appeal process handout from the sub-workgroup. The committee is submitting a registration date appeal process, if the student meets certain criteria, they could appeal and be given an earlier registration date.  Appeal Committee would meet the following week after the deadline to determine if the student would be granted an earlier registration date.  How can students be notified especially those who are no longer on campus.  Suggestions included sending flyers to hospitals and having it listed on the website and in the class schedule.  Mike will check with Dave to see if registration information is available to flag students.  This process will help with the problem until the science department can offer more classes.  Consensus agreed to accept the new process.  
c. Banner Waitlist-Virginia distributed a handout with a recommendation to wait until spring 2006 to implement the new waitlist process.  All courses must be used in a mock test since the system is not able to flag a few classes and no pilot is available.  A Banner Waitlist Committee should be created to further discuss the issue.  Consensus agreed to form a review committee.  Rene Sporer, Lydia, and Richard Goode will make up the committee members.  Carol Wilkins volunteered to be on it.  Susan Regier is interested in the committee if they need another participant.  One classified member should be involved.  Karen Bishop can appoint a student to participate.  Steve suggested calling it the ‘Upgrade’ waitlist to separate it from the current waitlist.  A final proposal will be made before the end of the semester.
d. Child Care Program Review-No report.

a. 2005/06 Budget Development-Lynn reported no updated information has been received from the state on the 2006 budget.  She has met with Dr. Andrews and Steve regarding the campus processes and responsibilities for budget development. The Business Office is in process of determining salary, benefits and fixed costs for the 2006 budget.  This budget report will be distributed to those who have budgetary responsibilities hopefully by mid to late March.  Dr. Andrews and Steve will review the reports before they are distributed.
b. Conference for Child Development Grants-Muriel and Mary Jo-Postponed until the next meeting due to Muriel’s absence. 

c. LRC Building and LMC Remodel-Dr. Andrews –Steve distributed a handout outlining the increased expenditures for the building and remodel plans.
d. Student Survey-Mike handed out a sample of the student survey.  He hopes to keep the accreditation student survey to one page front and back, legal size if necessary.  Accreditation committees need to submit the questions they would like to have added or modified on the survey to Mike within two weeks.  One suggestion was to change #22 to the abbreviation EOPS.  The survey could be used every other year for information purposes.  Mike will send the survey electronically to chairs and co-chairs.  The final survey will be discussed and voted on at the next CLC meeting and distributed in March to students.
