Minutes from March 28, 2005

Call to Order: The meeting was called to order by Steve Schultz at 3:04 p.m.

I. Approval of minutes-Minutes were approved
II. Approval of Agenda-Additions to the agenda include an announcement from Jeff Gervasi, Joy Brown, and Miles Vega.  Jeff announced that Joy Brown has submitted her resignation and this is her last week; Joy discussed the importance of her position. Jeff asked to have it filled as soon as possible.  A 60 day temporary replacement can be hired to finish the semester if needed.
Miles Vega reported that 2 weeks ago the articulation system, CAN, was disbanded; The CSU system has pulled out their funding and the future is uncertain.  The CAN numbering system will be honored through the 05/06 academic year; he is not sure what will happen after that.  

III. Reports

a. President’s Cabinet & Facility Planning Advisory Committee-Dr. Andrews distributed handouts regarding the 5 year plan for scheduled maintenance; handout updating the Measure G facility funds from the state for $25 million; first third of the bonds have been sold; $22 million in funds are available to spend at this time; current expenditure to date-$2,364,251; 19.6 million left; current budget commitments are $29,715,332. We are over by $10 million until the remainders of the Measure G funds are sold.  Title 9 issues regarding the softball dugouts must be a budget priority for the next bond measure; there are not enough funds to complete all the projects of Measure G as were proposed; another bond will need to be considered to complete all projects. 

b. Academic Senate-Stewart emailed his report for review and distributed hardcopies. Regarding the compressed calendar schedule proposal, no intercessions are planned during a 16 week calendar; CSEA has many concerns and a list will be compiled; Steve, Michelle, and Stewart will meet to discuss these concerns.
c. CSEA-Chris Craig stated there was nothing to report.
d. Curriculum Committee-Chris reported they haven’t met since the last CLC meeting but the next meeting is April 12. 
e. CCA-Chris stated that negotiations have been completed.  A campus meeting will be held to discuss the new proposed contract a week from Friday.  The CCA Executive Committee will ratify the contract on April 18-19. 
f. IT Committee-Jim reported they have not had a meeting since the last CLC meeting but they continue to look for a suitable classroom to convert into a computer lab.  Funding will be needed to accomplish that and there are a lot of issues that need to be considered.  
g. Enrollment Management Committee-Temporarily suspended.
h. BATF-Budget Allocation Task Force-No meetings have been held.
i. ASPC-No report.
j. Title V-Mike stated he and Kathy would be meeting tomorrow to discuss the budget and the changes being made to accommodate the new vocational education program.  Approval from the Federal Department of Education is needed to make the change.  
k. Title V/COS Grant-Kathy reported that they are proceeding to open two classified positions, program coordinator and program technician.
l.  Facility Planning Advisory Committee-report above by Dr. Andrews.
m. Accreditation-Steve reported the student survey will be submitted next week in all English classes.  A report will be made at the next CLC meeting.  All standards are to send their templates to Nikki or Steve for review.  
n. Program Reviews-Initiated in Spring ’05-Compete in Fall ’05-Child Development; Financial Aid; EOPS; Business Office; President’s Office; Business Education.
