IV. Reports

a. President’s Cabinet-Rosa Carlson: Rosa reported the disbanding of President’s Cabinet was approved. The President’s Cabinet meeting/membership will be combined with CLC.  

b. Academic Senate – Bill Henry said their last meeting was last week.

c. CSEA – Michele Hart: Michelle reported CSEA membership voted last week for officers and tentatively scheduled coordination of work hours.  Reductions for compressed calendar postponed until the fall; there is a danger of bumping at Cerro Coso.

f. IT Committee- Jim Carson: Jim reported they discussed student email on the campus.

g. Grant Oversight Subcommittee Report- Val Lombardi:  There have been no results on the Ag Mall grant as of yet. Randy Wallace at Tulare County Department of Education is pursuing the Tech Prep grant and we are working in coordination with him.
h. Budget Report-Donna Berry – Donna reported that Budget managers received their projected budgets in their boxes.  Donna reviewed the budget information on the worksheet with CLC.  There was discussion about the 2006 allocation and loss of funds for 2007 budget.  There are additional costs in several areas; fuel, paper, miscellaneous expenses, and utilities had a large increase that began last winter/early spring.  In addition, there are Accreditation expenses for 2007.  We need to find additional monies to balance our budget.  Discussion ensued about the need to reinstate the BRTF; the difference between BRTF and BPRC; the possibility of Porterville College receiving an investment from the Board to help us through this year as Cerro Coso did last year. Donna stated that PC needs to be innovative in our ideas in dealing with the budget shortfall and do long term planning regarding service to our community and students. Porterville College needs to work on a pro-active plan for growth and budget solutions.  
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i. ASPC- Karen Bishop, Advisor & Jamie Nemecek, ASPC Representative: Karen and Janie brought a proposal to make Student ID cards mandatory for all students with exceptions for financial hardship & online classes.  ASPC would like to raise the price to $25.00 per year; $15.00 fall, $10.00 spring. Virginia said fee increases need to be approved by the Board.  Ron Glahn expressed concerns about the increase to the elderly adult student population.  There was also discussion about the effect on FTES with increased fees, especially for part time and Adaptive PE students.  It was decided to bring this issue back to the CLC in the Fall. Karen will return with information about the benefits to the students and how the money will be used.  
j. Title V- Mike Carley:  Mike reported nothing new.  Susan Regier made a brief report on the Student Learning Outcomes.  
k. Title V/COS Grant- Antonia: Antonia reported that last Thursday there was a workshop providing training on equipment in Smart Classroom.  LISTO is organizing an advisory task force for people interested in teaching linked classes to begin in the fall 2006.
l. Facility Planning Advisory Committee-Gary: No meetings yet.  Rosa reported she received an email from Chris Addington who wants to start having meetings on a regular basis.
m. Accreditation-Steve Schultz: Steve reported he, Kathy Bennett, and Catherine Hodges met with Randy Morgan last week.  All standards are complete and Mike Carley is gathering the proof.  All must go to board 3rd week of June, and approval will be in August.  Steve will meet with Tom Bethurum to get an estimate of the costs of printing and binding this week. Steve said we were on target and in good shape.
