Reports

a.
Academic Senate- Bill Henry: Bill had nothing to report.
b.
CSEA-Michelle Hart: Michelle reported that the classified staff approved the work schedule of four (4) ten (10) hour work days for summer and four (4) nine (9) hour days and one (1) four (4) hour  for the Fall 2006.  CSEA is still working on issues raised by the compressed calendar and is working with District Human Resources for a possible solution.

Curriculum Committee-Susan Regier: Susan had nothing to report at this time.

CCA-David Bezayiff: David said there are currently forty-five (45) members of CCA and they are working on a project to increase membership.  Fifty percent (50%) of the Adjunct Faculty signed cards to join CCA and that was forwarded to the Chancellor.

IT-Jim Carson: Jim said they had not met yet and plan on meeting on an as needed basis this year.

Grant Oversight Subcommittee Report –Val Lombardi: Val reported the college received an industry partnership grant.  The grant will be used to develop Articulation agreements with high schools.  Steve Schultz asked if anyone had ideas for grants to contact the oversight committee.

Budget Report-Donna Berry: Donna reported that the tentative budget was approved at end of last year and has been loaded in Banner.  The district received some one (1) time monies to be set up as accounts for specific purposes.  The adopted budget will sent for approval in October 2006.  Questions were asked if there was any chance for increases in budgets that are inadequate to cover the basic needs for maintenance, supply, etc.  Dr. Rosa Carlson has been asking divisions for a seven (7) year maintenance plan so we can plan for repairs and replacement of basic needs.  If anyone has any small facility repair project requests please turn them into Dr. Carlson for consideration.

ASPC- Giovan Hernandez: Giovan reported the ASPC Interclub Council (ICC) meetings are set to meet on Wednesdays and the first meeting will be on September 20 at 2:30 in Pirates Cove.  The ASPC regular meetings will be on Mondays and Wednesdays.

Title V-Mike Carley: Mike reported David Waite left this summer will not be replaced any time soon. We are starting the fourth (4th ) year of a five (5) year Title V Grant.  We need to begin thinking if we want to apply for another Title V grant during this fifth (5th) year or consider different kinds of grants for equipment or supply that do not require new hire positions that will have to continue when the grant is over.

Title V/COS- Antonia reported there was a meeting with the LISTO grant manager.  A new LISTO club is being formed.

Facility Planning-Gary Wallace: Gary reported there had not been a meeting yet.    In approximately three (3) weeks and after being cleared by licensing, Child Care can begin to move in.  Ground breaking ceremonies are scheduled for the new Library on October 5, 2006. 

l. Accreditation-Steve Schultz: Steve reported the Accreditation materials were sent to the members of the Accreditation Team on Friday; we are right on target.  We have received accolades for Porterville College’s reports from the Chancellor.  Tom Bethurum is finishing printing and binding the reports.  We are now moving forward preparing the physical site where the Accreditation Team will work.

a.
Selection of 2006-07 Co-Chairs:  Michelle Hart, Classified, and Val Lombardi, Faculty, volunteered to be co-chairs.
b. Change of Meeting Time-Steve Schultz: Steve brought up the suggestion that we try meeting on Fridays.  Consensus was to try Friday mornings from 9:00-11:00 a.m.  Kathie Gifford will send a new schedule to the CLC membership.
c.
Budget Committee Purpose & Representatives- Donna Berry: Donna asked about the possibility of combining the BRTF, Budget Committee, and Enrollment Management Committee into one (1) committee titled the Budget Committee.  The idea was to have on-going membership representing the college as a whole to provide continuity; the committee would report to CLC. Discussion continued about membership and composition of the Budget Committee.  The suggestion was approved; Donna Berry will be the chair of the committee.

d. Night Student Services- Chris Craig: Chris said students were asking about services available to them.  Many are working day jobs and they can’t get here on during college hours to pick up parking permits etc.   It was suggested that perhaps we could mail parking permits or they could be picked up from the Bookstore. The possibility of person or office open here at night in case of a crisis was discussed.

Wireless Removal Project-Chris Craig: Chris said that the removal of wireless project had become the save the wireless project.  The District has agreed to pay for DSL services for student use.  We will remove all wireless equipment until new security is set in place.  We will be rewiring some critical areas and secure these areas.  The DSL wireless for student access will be active in the next few weeks in the Cafeteria only.
f.
New/Replacement Faculty Positions – Janet Hawkins: Janet presented handouts regarding Faculty recruitment 2007, CLC Ranking; and a sample of the 05/06 Porterville College New Faculty Position Request Form as a reference only.    Use of/or changes to the Porterville College New Faculty Position Request Form were discussed.  Janet suggested the following timeline for new 2007 recruitment being done at the first CLC meeting after 10/09/06 and the ranking being done by October 27, 2006.  There was discussion about the connection to the Program Review and presentations by divisions. 

g. Campus Electrical Usage-Gary Wallace:  Gary reported the electrical cost for the first two (2) months of the school year is almost one third (1/3) the total cost of last year’s usage.  Increase cost is attributed to rate increases even though we started later in August this year by almost two (2) weeks.  Gary requested the campus be diligent about turning off lights, keeping doors closed, and be conscious of any energy saving techniques we can employ. Gary will continue to present costs to the CLC.
h. Position Concerns-David Bezayiff: Steve Schultz prefaced this discussion by stating this is not a reflection on the person or his performance who filled the therapist position last year.  David Bezayiff said this concern relates to the therapist position.  Danny Sciacqua reported to CLC in October 2005 a synopsis of surveys from students and the great need for a mental health professional to be available for our students.  As a result we hired a therapist as a professional expert.  David Bezayiff reported questions were asked of him and there are some negative perceptions about the process of hiring the therapist as a professional expert. Val Lombardi spoke about the use of professional experts in the nursing program and what an intricate part of their program they are.  There was discussion about guidelines for professional experts. The therapist contract expired June 2006 and has not been renewed as of yet.  Richard Osborne suggested we move forward, change the process if needed, and fill the therapist position.
