Reports

a.
Academic Senate- Joel Wiens: Joel reported the Senate is not ready to pursue intersession at this time.  Due to the fact that the campus has just moved to the compressed calendar and we have not had time to analyze the impact and how well it is working; the feedback that at this time an intersession would be too costly to Porterville College.  Bill Henry will be meeting with other Academic Senate Presidents in the District and ask for their feedback.

CSEA- Michelle Hart: Michelle reported concerns continue over staff reductions.  The District recognized the problem Michelle voiced and is trying to negotiate an agreement.  This time of the year CSEA is taking officer nominations for next year.  Plans are moving forward for the annual winter dinner.  CSEA is working on ideas for fundraising to allow functions such as the annual dinner to be at no cost to CSEA members. An issue CSEA would like to see staff receive ongoing training for those in supervisory positions.

Mike has been going through reviews and making a list of all staffing and monetary requests in Program Reviews; the list will be forwarded to the Budget & Enrollment Management committee.

Program Review Discussion/Approval – Mike Carley: Mike presented for acceptance all Reviews as posted on the web; the proposal was passed by consensus.

Student Assistant Program (SAP)-Student Assistance Advisory Committee: Carol Wilkins: Carol asked for approval to continue with the track they are following in establishing this program.  The SAP committee will continue to look for non- general budget funding for the program.  Maria Roman reported they have approx 1000 students in the EOPS and CalWORKS who support the program.  It appears the student population is very much in need of and desires the program to continue.  The Faculty has some qualms about funding; Susan Regier said she received complaints and she is not sure there is campus-wide support of the program from faculty. b. Off-Campus Work Study Placement-Maria Roman: Maria provided a hand out explaining the changes in the CalWORKS program.  CalWORKS received increased funding for the 2006-2007 year.  Maria asked for approval of the following proposal:

1. Increase the hours of the current Limited Benefits Position program Technician to 40 hours per week for the funding year 2006-2007.

2. Off campus job placement.

                       After discussion, the CLC supported the proposal following the guidelines of the contract.

c. Winter Intersession-Ron Glahn: Ron said that there are classes in the Fitness Center that he feels need to continue during the winter intersession such as Adaptive PE and Sports programs.  Ron inquired if there was a way these courses can be offered as winter intersession classes?  It was stated that the Academic Senate was adamant about not offering a winter intersession when the compressed calendar was passed last year.  The District is now saying it may be possible to have winter intercessions; intercessions would be considered another term.  It was recommended this should be returned to the Academic Senate for further discussion and input.  Discussion and questions were asked about the impact a winter intercession would have on the following: Financial Aid, loss of students during the long winter break, physical well being of the Adaptive PE students, etc.  Jeff Keele said the Academic Senate made specific recommendations for exclusion for Nursing, Administration of Justice, and Physical Education programs during discussion regarding the compressed calendar.  Ron will meet with Steve Schultz and Olene Burkhart and return to the CLC with more information.

Process/Procedures for Ranking Faculty Position –October 20 CLC Meeting- Janet Hawkins: Janet presented handouts and information to begin the recruiting process when approved.  Janet asked for approval of the template for New Faculty Position Requests.  The CLC felt the template should be limited to 4 pages maximum on the presentation.  It has been recommended that yearly ranking be done; CLC agreed it was best to retain the current procedure.  Jeff Keele asked for clarification of who does the ranking presentation.  CLC membership thought the Division Chair should do the presentation.  It was recommended to retain the faculty ranking recommendations as presented last year.  CLC voted by consensus to accept the list as presented by Janet.
