IV. Information/Announcement Items
Accreditation 
Co-chairs for all standards have met and will be meeting to discuss progress of the accreditation standards and will continue to meet monthly. The standards subcommittees are starting to meet.
Community College Survey of Student Engagement(CCSSE)
The CCSSE last spring was presented to CLC and Mr. Carley explained the data stating that the data compares PC with other colleges across the country.  The data is divided into five benchmarks and each benchmark has several questions attached to it.  The benchmarks are: Active and Collaborative Learning, Student Effort, Academic Challenge, Student-Faculty Interaction and Support for Learners.

V. Discussion/Review Items
A. Program Review Learning Center (1) – Michael Carley
Mr. Carley presented the Learning Center Program Review and Assessment Report and he states they have met or exceeds the rubric standard.   He requested that the program review be discussed during this meeting and then brought back a second time at the next CLC meeting, October 17, 2011 for discussion and vote. The Learning Center Program Review will go out again with a small change. The Committee had several questions and felt it would be beneficial to them and the department if that department chair be present during the discussion to defend and/or answer questions regarding their program review.

B. Program Review Academic Affairs (1) – Michael Carley

C. Program Review Distance Education (1) – Michael Carley
See motion carried aforementioned.
D. Liberal Studies Teacher Education & Preparation (1) – Richard Goode
Mr. Goode presented the Liberal Studies Teacher Education and Preparation degree in place of the Liberal Studies Degree.  In order to do this a few things would have to change before the recommended new Liberal Studies Teacher Education and Preparation degree could be approved: The courses already in existence would have to be matched with the descriptors for the new degree, would have to write a World Geography and Math for Elementary School Teachers course and the Physical Science for Educators would have to be rewritten. 

The Math for Elementary School Teachers course would be transferable math class. The World Geography course will be the tough one because PC currently doesn’t have a World Geography instructor.  World Geography would have to be taught every two years.

This degree will have to be a campus degree with all division participating in writing and assessing SLO’s. 

Step 1: To discontinue the current Liberal Arts Degree.
Step 2: Adopt this new Liberal Studies Teacher Education and Preparation.
Question: So World Geography would not be a requirement for this degree?
· No, it is a core course. You would have to take World Geography to get the degree.
Question: PC is to create a class that in the past didn’t work?
· Yes and No, this makes more sense then what PC is currently doing.
· PC has an approved Liberal Arts degree with areas of emphasis, however the degree isn’t housed by any department thus no one is taking responsibility for it and the SLO’s haven’t been done.
Question: Isn’t this degree going to have the same problem, unless we assign it to s department?
· Mr. Vega stated that his division is talking about owning the new Liberal Studies degree along with the Instructional Aide Certificate; that may put the issues with this degree to rest.
· Regarding the World Geography course; if PC can develop an MOU with another campus it could solve the problem with the World Geography and other low enrolled courses.

This degree will meet the requirement of the SB1440 and be a better well rounded degree for transfer. 

Question: if the current Liberal Arts Degree is discontinued what would happen to the students who are currently enrolled under this program?
· As long as the student(s) are continually enrolled they will have catalog rights and will not be affected by the change.

Tabled until next the Meeting, October 17, 2011.
E. Distribution of MAA Funds (2) – Susan Lala/Miles Vega
Mr. Vega found the agreement on how the funds will be dispersed. The disbursement of MAA funds is 45, 45 and 10 from the vote on January 31, 2011. The MAA money will not be received until sometime next year.
F. Transition Task Force (TTF) (2) – Miles Vega
Mr. Vega stated that TTF’s goals are to make sure our students are successful. 

Mr. Vega believes this group needs to be small to be more effective.
Question: Mr. Vega wants to know if he can limit this group to five or six.
· Mr. Goode recommended keeping the committee large with a steering Committee of five or six members.
· Mr. Vega would like one of the steering members to be a student.
· Jorge Lopez is interested in being part of the steering committee as a student representative.
VI. Subcommittee Reports
A. Enrollment Management Committee
Enrollment Management met on September 26, 2011. All enrollment goals have been assigned to members who have begun working on them.
B. Grant Oversight Committee/Grant Progress Reports
Grant Oversight meets tomorrow, Tuesday, October 4, 2011; this is the first meeting of the semester. Grant will be bringing their sub-committee charge to CLC in the future with changes. Grant has several new faculty members. 
C. Budget Committee
Budget met September 23, 2011.

Budget got feedback from the District. There will be mid-year cuts coming from the state but the district has included the cuts. The district and its colleges will not have to be adjusted yet.
D. Strategic Planning Committee
The Strategic Planning Committee will begin the rewrite for PC’s strategic plan and aligning it with the District Strategic plan.
VII. Other Reports
A. President
There will betwo2 Board policies forwarded; 1) the great dispute changes (what happens when a student comes back after a significant period of time and wants to change their grade), 2) independent studies (information for faculty to look at when working with independent studies) and 3) adjunct employment procedures; which is still in the discussion phase. (faculty information to follow).
