Call to Order.  Mr. Piersol called the October 12, 2004, meeting of the Curriculum Committee to order at 2:43 p.m. 
Minutes.  Mr. Piersol asked committee members to review the minutes of September 28, 2004.

Agenda.  Mr. Piersol asked for additions to the agenda.  Mr. Johnson asked that Human Services P104 be considered for modification.  


M/S/C (Simons/Lozano) to approve the agenda as modified.

Human Services P104.  Mr. Piersol asked if the modification was to units only.

Consideration of Human Services P104 continued.  Mr. Piersol asked about additional course content to reflect the additional hour and credit.  According to Mr. Johnson, the course content reflects a three-hour class.  Mr. Johnson also talked about contract education and the administrative costs attached to the contract to offer this course.  

It was determined that Human Services P104 was part of a certificate program.

Discussion continued about a content review for the advisory prerequisite.  
Mr. Piersol reminded committee members that course are to be reviewed every six years, and this course was last brought before the committee in 1997.
Mr. Piersol asked committee members if they would like to vote upon the unit and hour changes at this meeting and bring the outline back for approval of content review.  Both Mr. Simons and Ms. Herrera agreed to amend their previous motion.

returning to the Curriculum Committee for approval of content review.

Program Discontinuance.  Mr. Piersol referenced the draft copy of Academic Program Discontinuation included in the agenda packet.  He noted the senate had established a number of criteria to evaluate the discontinuation of a program.  Mr. Piersol asked for comments or discussion.  Discussion followed about programs that have been made inactive previously and the definition of a program.  Mr. Piersol said this proposed policy would be used to consider discontinuance of future programs only.  Mr. Simons talked about music not going through a shared governance process.  
Mr. Piersol encouraged members to discuss this process with their division members and to direct questions to the senate.

State AA Graduation Requirements—AA/AS Math and English.  Mr. Piersol announced the senate had decided to support the raising of the math and English graduation requirements, and the campus delegate will take this vote to the state level at the end of October.  The state senate will vote upon math and English separately so that is possible for one of pass and the other might not.  With an approval vote, Mr. Pierson explained, more resources will be needed for basic skills courses.
