Call to Order.  Mr. Piersol called the October 11, 2005, meeting of the Curriculum Committee to order at 2:35 p.m.

Physical Education P153.  Lap Swimming has been offered as an experimental course.  In reviewing the outline, members discussed expanding the course objectives, and Mrs. Gurrola asked if this committee would look at budgetary effects of the course.  Mr. Piersol explained the Curriculum Committee would look at the merits of the course only.  When the course is proposed to be offered, budgetary aspects of the course would be considered by another group.
Since the course has been offered in the past as experimental, Ms. Herrera suggested combining the first and second readings and approving the course.

Mr. Osborne asked Curriculum Committee members to postpone action on the ethnic studies graduation requirement until his division could meet again.
