Call to Order.  Mr. Piersol called the December 13, 2005, meeting of the Curriculum Committee to order at 2:41 p.m.       
Agenda.  Mr. Piersol asked for additions or changes to the agenda.  Ms. Lozano requested the human services outlines be discussed first since as she could not be present for the entire meeting.  



Moved (Medley) to move items D and E (human services outlines) to the top 


of action items.



M/S/C (Herrera/French-Unser) to approve the agenda as amended.

Minutes.  Mr. Piersol asked members to review the minutes of the last meeting.  


M/S/C (French-Unser/Gurrola) to approve the minutes of 


November 22, 2005, as presented.  
Ms. Medley asked about the January 13, 2006, due date for agenda items, and Mr. Piersol suggested January 18, 2006.

Human Services P101 and P106.  Ms. Lozano explained the only items to be corrected on these outlines, as determined when they were last presented to the committee, were the English skills on the content review page and the addition of textbook dates.  Ms. Medley thought there had been a discussion about the English level previously.  After a brief discussion about skills 3-6, Ms. Lozano suggested returning the content review to Mr. Johnson for further action.  She also noted the same problems for the Human Services P106 content review skills.  


M/S/C (Herrera/Allen) to approve unit value change for both 



Human Services P101 and P106 but return the content review 



to the division for further action.
Mr. Piersol said he would explain the content review skills to Mr. Johnson.

Education P090.  Ms. Herrera announced the course objectives were changed as per suggestions from the last meeting.  Ms. French-Unser offered additional changes to the subtitle, course description, objectives and header on the second page.  


M/S/C (Glahn/French-Unser) with one abstention to approve the 



second reading of Education P090 as amended.
Ms. Herrera discussed with committee members where the class would most likely be held, the students being targeted and if the class would be bilingual.  Ms. Medley questioned whether the course description should state the class would be taught in two different languages.  
Mrs. Gurrola questioned the appropriateness of having an adjunct sign the content review. 

Education P102.  Ms. Herrera explained the research paper requirement was removed from the content of the Education P102 course per Ms. French-Unser’s recommendation from the last meeting, and information about PC’s graduation requirements were added so that the course could be used in Area A for graduation.  Committee members recommended rewording of the recommended prerequisite, some course objectives and course content.  


M/S/C (Medley/Allen) with one abstention to approve the 



second reading of Education P102 as amended.

Education P107.  In reviewing the outline, committee members suggested changes to the wording of the course objectives and clarification to the learning activities outside of class.  Ms. Herrera also said this course was being proposed as meeting Area A graduation requirement.  This prompted a discussion about offering a course at the 100 level for disqualified students and having this course meet a graduation requirement.  It was determined the outline should be corrected before further review of the objectives and learning activities.

second reading of Education P107.

Mathematics P061.  Sherie Waddle explained to committee members her division’s recommendation to combine Mathematics P075 and P065 into a one-semester course.  Ms. Pummill said a couple of years ago Math P075 was offered for a portion of the semester and P065 followed.  She also talked about the success of offering the courses this way.  A change to the course description was offered to clarify which students would not be eligible to take the combined course.  Mr. Piersol questioned whether the content should be increased since the course was going to five hours.

Mathematics P061L.  Ms. Waddle explained this was the companion lab course for the proposed Mathematics P061.  Dr. Glahn asked if a content review was required for a concurrent enrollment prerequisite.  Ms. Waddle said she was following the recommendations on the curriculum checklist.  A brief discussion followed to explain why the content review was needed.  
Ms. Herrera agreed to work with Ms. Waddle concerning the content review.  Mr. Piersol said these courses would return for a second reading.

Philosophy P112.   Mr. Piersol explained when Philosophy P112 came before the committee to be recommended for submission to the CSU and UC systems, his records indicated the course was approved.  The minutes of that meeting, however, did not reflect this.  Philosophy P112 was submitted to both systems as meeting general education requirements.  Mr. Piersol said Mr. Vega had suggested the Curriculum Committee members discuss whether or not committee approval was required for courses being proposed for general education requirements at either system.  Or, should the courses go before the Curriculum Committee after decisions have been made by these systems.  After some discussion committee members determined that any curriculum matters should begin with the Curriculum Committee.    

Mr. Piersol said he would send Mr. Vega a note explaining the committee’s decision to have any curriculum issues start with the Curriculum Committee.  
Adjournment.  Mr. Piersol asked for a motion to adjourn.
