Reports
Mrs. Gurrola stated that she has requested the Curriculum Handbook Committee meet on Monday, December 17th. If the committee is unable to come together to complete this process, Mrs. Gurrola suggested that each Curriculum Handbook Committee member take a part of the handbook and complete a section.
Old Business

A. Dr. Glahn asked if any divisions had a report regarding AP courses. Mrs. Gurrola stated that she had received the Social Science division recommendations and they will not be making any changes.
Mr. Vega sent division chairs samples of what other colleges are accepting. Mrs. Gurrola asked that he forward this information to the curriculum committee. American River College’s format has grades, what scores would meet which course, which IGETC and General Ed categories AP classes meet, including what their school will accept for AP courses. Dr. Glahn stated that he would like to ask that each division model their division format after American River College. It is clear and easy to read, which will work well for students. Mrs. Gurrola suggested that this information be given to the curriculum secretary and she format for Porterville College. Divisions could then use the document as a guide when evaluating and submitting their AP courses to curriculum, this information could then be added to the catalog.

B. Dr. Glahn and Sara French-Unser attended an online Degree Compliance training 12/5/07.  Porterville College’s Liberal Arts and Transfer Degree are out of compliance. We have until July 2008 to complete the process to have our Degree’s in compliance with new Title V regulations. Porterville College must reflect the new degrees effective fall 2008. Students that have had no lapse of enrollment do have catalog rights in regards to their degrees. Dr. Glahn stated that he would request from each division, options/suggestions regarding areas of emphasis. Two examples from Chabot were Arts/Humanities with an area of emphasis and Communication in English and Critical Thinking with an area of emphasis. Mr. Vega questioned our Social Science Degree and Dr. Glahn stated that degree was okay.
