Call to Order: 	Dr. Glahn called the Sept. 11, 2007, meeting of the Curriculum Committee to order at 2:37 p.m.  
 
Agenda:  Dr. Glahn asked for additions or changes to the agenda.

Dr. Glahn added under new business item--D. Curriculum committee course outline review and modernization.

Dr. Glahn added under old business item--B. Curriculum handbook

Discussion regarding the SLO Coordinator having voting rights will be tabled until next meeting. The curriculum chair only votes in the case of a tie. Ms. Bailey mentioned that Accreditation recommended a Librarian member should be on the Curriculum Committee. Voting rights for Articulation, Librarian, SLO, and DRC will be tabled until next meeting.  Each division should take this information to their divisions and discuss who should have a vote on the committee. Dr. Glahn noted that Administration was a non-voting member.  Ms. Gurrola stated that non-voting members should not be making motions. Dr. Glahn asked if there was information regarding membership in the handbook. Mr. Britton confirmed there was information available.

Meeting dates and times for 2007-2008

Curriculum will continue meeting the second and fourth Tuesday of each month. The new meeting time is 2:30 to 3:30 p.m.

Student Learning Outcomes-Sara French-Unser  

A.	Sara French-Unser announced there is a subcommittee of the Academic Senate for the SLO. No meeting place or time has been established. She has a suggestion list on what needs to be done by the committee, it’s available upon request. Ms. French-Unser has been researching other colleges to see what they have done with their SLO’s. Mr. Vega wanted to know what the subcommittee will actually be doing. According to Ms. French-Unser a representative from each division will determine what needs to be done but will not do the actual work. The representative will be reporting to their own divisions. Mr. Hargis asked if there was anything that needs to done before accreditation arrives. There has been SLO training for faculty during the past four years. Mr. Norton talked about each area using the same document and there should be an agreement on the format for reporting SLO’s which should be accomplished before the Accreditation team arrives.  The format should be followed by all areas including Student Services.  Mr. Britton reminded everyone that there is currently a forms template. A representative from each division must agree on a format, vocabulary, and report back to their divisions. 
 

1. Dr. Glahn discussed Curriculum Committee review modernization process. Dr. Glahn said templates are not user friendly. Dr. Glahn and Ms. Fallert will be meeting with Ms. Phinney to come up with a new set of forms and post them online for all curriculum members to access. Currently, the process for putting together a curriculum packet is cumbersome. Dr. Glahn does not believe the packets are reviewed until the meeting, a practice that needs to change. There are two reviews for each packet, one by Mr. Vega for articulation and one by division representatives. There was discussion on different possibilities for curriculum packets. Mr. Hargis suggested posting packets online in a word document, set-up a portal for each member with different colors to identify who’s edited them or have each person responsible for review and editing.  Signatures (including the deans and president) will be on separate pages with acknowledgment and approval to present at the Curriculum Committee. Mr. Britton said it should be the responsibility of each division to present completed packets to the Curriculum Committee.

1. Mr. Norton discussed that the Chancellors Office goal is to clean up course outlines and all data from all community colleges. Stand-alone course approval will change in 2012. Mr. Norton reminded the committee that stand-alone courses are not attached to curriculum or degrees. For example, HLED is not considered stand-alone because it’s attached to a degree.  All curriculum committee members must undergo training. Mr. Norton said everyone should know curriculum policies.

Curriculum Handbook 

Sara forwarded the Curriculum Handbook to Mr. Britton; it will then go to Ms. Gurrola, and Mr. Vega. The handbook needs to be brought in line with current practices before Accreditation Team arrives. 

Mr. Henry met with a consultant from Oxnard regarding SLO’s. The consultant said that Vocational Dean Transitioned courses would not be offered or placed in the catalog if they weren’t approved. Dr. Glahn said at the end of spring 2007 they came up with that plan, too.

Mr. Vega would like to update the IGETC process and Ms. Gurrola would like to review AP courses.
