New Business:
1. Curriculum review cycle
The SLO committee requested that Course Outline of Records be on a 4 year review cycle. The Academic Senate made recommendation for a 6 year review cycle. Miles believes there are a couple of issues regarding a 6 year review cycle, which he believes is too long. Books have a five year recency requirement. CTE is on a 2 year review cycle and the 4 review cycle will not override other mandates.

2. Course deletion/inactivation curriculum process
Miles Vega informed the committee that CurricUNET does not give the campus option of course inactivation. Courses can only be deleted. Since, CurricUNET does not allow a course to be inactivated Kathryn Benander asked if the course will be deleted in the system.  Miles said the process to bring the course back  wouldn’t be any different than paperwork to add, delete or modify a course. The J drive will remain available, although the J drive will not include modifications or deletions made to courses in CurricUNET. The J drive will include course information prior to CurricUNET implementation.
Old Business:
1. CurricUNET – 
Miles informed the committee that all data has been entered into CurricUNET, however, there are many errors with the data. Lab hours are incorrect, IGETC information is inaccurate, and Stand-Alone designation is inaccurate, ect. Miles asked that faculty not review the Course Outlines for errors until CurricUNET completes their contractual obligation. Miles did ask the committee to inform Divisions to continue making necessary revisions of courses in CurriCUNET.
2. SB 1440-
James Thompson is adding the Communication Transfer Degree to CurricUNET. The degree was approved by Curriculum before the “Programs” in CurricUNET was working. Now that the “Programs” function is working degrees can be entered and reviewed in CurricUNET. 
Other:
David Bezayiff approached Jay Hargis prior to this meeting with a list of programs from the State Academic Senate that they are recommending we implement. For example, American Studies as opposed to US History. Jay does not have any further information to provide at this time.
A content review should be attached in CurricUNET. Any new or modified courses should have a scanned content review attached if there is a prerequisite or recommendation. Scanned copies should be attached that have original signatures. Miles said that there will be a long range benefit of implementing prerequisites.
