REPORTS

President’s Cabinet

Mr. Garcia stated CSEA was in the final stages of negotiations for the reductions of the classified staff with the district.  Also, talking on benefits haven’t begun as of yet.  

Curriculum Committee

CCA

The primary issues discussed were on benefits without a final decision.  There was also discussion on Faculty Chair assignments and the lack of support for the chairs.

Position Requests

Mr. Schultz reminded everyone Position and Equipment Requests will be presented on October 28th in LMC-5.

NEW BUSINESS

Separation Check Out List

Ms. Hawkins presented the revised Separation Check Out List form with the corrections that were offered from the last meeting.  There were more suggestions offered to include specific items from different areas of the college and the final signature should be an administrator.

Adjunct Check List

Ms. Hawkins’ second item was the revised Adjunct Check List.  Ms. Hawkins explained the form’s contents and how it will be used.  A short discussion followed on the structure of the form and some of its contents.  Ms. Hawkins informs everyone the Adjunct Check List is required before hiring, because it has all the information on it from the applicant that Human Resources needs.  The discussion continued with members discussing the levels of education needed for applicants to teach.  

Lab Rooms

Ms. Minter-Procter raised an issue with the use of the lab rooms for outside organizations or persons because of the expensive equipment and items that are housed in these rooms. Mr. Simons also brought up the use of the Theater because of the band equipments.  The main room that was discussed was the use of SM-207 because of contractual items in there that should not be accessible to person(s) without proper supervision.  

Title V Budget

Mr. Britton informed the committee the progress with the Title V Grant from Ms. Denny was outstanding and well as the information from Ms. Prentiss.  The information, so far, will bring costs down and will possible bring one to six persons to work at the college.

Credit by Exam

Ms. Pearson was not available.

Transfer Rates

Mr. Schultz spoke on the transfer rates for the college in regards to our ranking.  Mr. Schultz stated Porterville College ranked 5th in the state for transferring students.  This was wonderful news to the committee members.

Budget Reduction Planning Group

Mr. Schultz updated CLC from the Budget Reduction Planning Group which included mainly reducing $330,000-$400,000 with some cushions.  Some ideas to reduce these amounts were reducing classes for the spring semester, as well as the summer session.  The discussion entered into the summer session with Dr. Andrews informing the committee of the lack of funds available for the summer session and ways to rectify the problem.  The biggest emphasis Dr. Andrews addressed was everyone should be watching their spending throughout the year.  Dr. Andrews reminded everyone of the great staff this college has and the budget crisis will not keep us from doing the best job we have always done.

Dr. Andrews announced the college has hired a new Business Director, John Etcheverry and he will begin on November 4th.
