I. Call to Order

II. Review of Meeting’s Minutes.

III. Parking Regulations Tri-Fold Pamphlet For Approval (Hauk)

Handouts provided -

· General Traffic and Parking Regulations - DRAFT

Pete Hauk, Director of Facilities, Planning and Operations, distributed a draft of tri-fold pamphlet entitled “General Traffic and Parking Regulations”. Mr. Hauk requested Cabinet to review and direct any changes/additions/questions to be implemented. Discussion ensured as questions arose on specific areas as follows:

Questions –

· Is it true that handicapped cannot be charged for parking on public parking lots? If so, Porterville College should not be charging handicapped parking permits. Answer – This will be turned over to schools legal services and wait for their report back to this cabinet. 

· Parking regulations outlined in the PC Class Schedule is what the majority of students refer to not to lengthy booklet. It was suggested that this new smaller document, once approved, be mirrored in the schedule. Answer – When approved, the new document will need to be published in student Class Schedule, Faculty Handbook, College Catalog and copies of pamphlet be provided to Admissions/Records, Business Office, Bookstore, and the Information Desk. 

· Saturday classes – parking is not enforced. Parking is extremely difficult frustrating and discouraging to students and community attending Traffic Violation School and Gun Permit classes (Saturdays). If students are required to purchase a parking pass for weekdays and Saturday classes, why is parking without a pass for Saturday not enforced?  Answer – Swap Meet usage of parking lots. Not possible to control community usage of parking on Saturdays.  It was discussed to be possibly issue a one day parking permit and/or special parking in back of campus. 

· Possibility to have another row of visitors parking?  Answer – Will be looked into.

· Exits and crosswalks need to be re-painted. Answer – Mr. Hauk will notify the city. This is a city issue.

IV. Director of Business Services (Andrews)

 After the district-wide audit, it was decided by Chancellor’s Executive Council it was important to have the position of Director of Business Services filled. The District Office has committed to help with the funding to fill this position. Previous applicants will be notified that it will be available again. Sept. 1 is target date to fill this position. Dr. Andrews has requested Cabinet members to speak to community members on possible candidates. Official audit will be available 6 months after end of fiscal year. A draft copy is available in President’s Office for review.

V. Budget Planning for 2002-03 (Andrews)

· PC Budget breakdown

· Page 60, Porterville College needs to look at ways to cut funds (5899a -$280.000).

· Cal State has withdrawn commitment to use our facilities due to lack of state funds. 

· Discussion ensued on reducing energy budget to help with this cut including water wells dug to help with lowering costs and energy conservation.

· Dr. Andrews restated we still need to look at simple ways to save energy. Examples: 1) shut doors left open for air conditioning. 2) lights not needed being turned off. 3) in winter, personal use of floor heaters needs to be.

· Concerns were raised on turning the heat down in the winter and the air in the summer making classroom and working situations uncomfortable. Alternatives – Let grass die, layoff 2 more people.

· Computer labs are continually left on (lights and computers). Solution: A schedule will be made so that instructors will know when they are the last class to turn everything off, computers, lights. 

· Question – 50% law needs to be a part of this budget and it is not noted in the distributed budget?

· Dr. Andrews requested  Cabinet members to review and it will be on the agenda at next meeting for discussion.

· President’s Office ‘contingency fund’ of $50,000 will be set up for emergencies.

VI. 75th Anniversary Celebration. (Moore)

Mr. Moore would like a committee (faculty, staff, community, administrators) to address how PC wants to celebrate 75th Anniversary.  Dr. Andrews stated PC Foundation Finance Committee very supportive on funding this.
