III. Budget Status
A. 2003-04 Operating Budget Status (Etcheverry)

· PC ended up in the positive.  Approximately $70 to $80,000

· District Office (LSC) is still closing out year

B. 2004-05 Tentative Budget (Etcheverry)

· No budget set yet (Sacramento), end of July possible

· Allocation up about 7%

· Expenses up as well, will need to still identify contingency funds for unexpected expenses (emergency fund)

· Question –how did the other 2 colleges do on their closing expenses

· Answer – not sure

· Question – carry over for some departments

· Answer – reserves are to low, there will be no carryover from any of the colleges.  Board wants to implement a contingency reserve

· Colleges will probably be asked to build in their own reserve in future years
IV. Facility Construction Update (Andrews)
·  Handout – “Kern Community College District Population Projections for Years 2000 through 2050…”.  Interesting information on Tulare County growth projections which are enormous
· Board approved construction in Delano for the science lab – 20% over cost estimate
· Contractors are booked solid and very expensive. Consequently, District is wanting to move slowly with project developments

· Groundbreaking of PC projects estimated for late fall early 2006

· Temporary Child Development Center (CDC) will probably be first project to get started

· Science/Math remodel plan to be revisited for remodifications

· KCCD Board Trustees at June meeting approved a KCCD Resource and Facilities Master Plan. Copies in our office and will be distributed to committee members on Facilities Planning Advisory Committee and CLC Facilities Planning Subcommittee
· Fall tasks - working on updating PC’s Educational Master Plan
