I. Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 7:05 a.m.

II. Review of Meeting’s Minutes

The minutes of previous meetings are available on the PC website http://www.pc.cc.ca.us/ ‘Bulletin Board’. Cabinet members are instructed to review them on the website and report any revisions to this meeting or send to Carol Brown. Tapes of each meeting are also available upon request.

III. Open Forum (Andrews)

Dr. Andrews announced this meeting would be treated as an open forum.

Draft of Parking Regulations.  Dr. Andrews referenced the draft of the parking regulations and noted Mr. Hauk considered every comment and recommendation brought forward.   The issue concerning free parking for handicapped students has not yet been resolved.  Dr. Andrews suggested waiting until the first meeting in the fall for final approval of the parking regulations brochure so that everyone would have an opportunity to review the proposals.

State Budget Update.  Dr. Andrews discussed the budget update from the state as noted in one of the handouts.  This was the most current information from the state, according to Dr. Andrews, and he encouraged committee members to read the update.  Dr. Andrews noted the URL at the top right corner so that committee members could periodically check updates.

Dr. Andrews said copies of the tentative budget are with all managers.  Copies were also sent to Mr. Garcia, Mrs. Regier and Dr. Glahn, and five copies were placed on reserve in the library.  The final budget will be approved on September 15.  Discussions regarding the budget will continue after August 12.

Questions, Comments.  Mr. Schultz referenced the second paragraph of the budget deliberations paragraph on the budget update, where it the stated that next year’s budget will be worse than the current year.  Dr. Andrews discussed the district’s plans for enrollment management.  The district has brought in a consultant in educational planning.  This person will look at the issue of enrollment management.

Dr. Andrews talked about linking the budget with planning and also looking at Porterville’s Educational Master Plan this next year.  He talked about institutional effectiveness.  Bakersfield College has designed an institutional effectiveness plan that will be distributed to the other colleges.

Dr. Wagstaff asked if an orientation for the new faculty would be held the day before flex days and if offices for the new faculty would be ready for them.  Dr. Andrews felt offices would be ready for the new faculty.  He noted the new employees have not been asked to attend an orientation the day before flex days, but this also could be arranged.  The regular new faculty orientation will begin on August 16.

Dr. Andrews announced the long, narrow, multi-color college calendar does not list August 8 as a flex day.  Ellen Medley put together the letter to the faculty announcing flex day activities and will reinforce that the 8th is a flex day.  Dr. Andrews commended the Staff Development Committee for the very good job the committee did in putting together flex day activities.  The committee could not obtain a speaker from the State Chancellor’s Office for this set of flex days but will try to obtain a speaker for the spring flex days.

Dr. Andrews stated the interviews for the English instructors were almost finished, and he plans to take the appointments to the Board on August 1.

Mrs. Hawkins reminded committee members to make an appointment to see Mrs. Brisson when hiring adjunct faculty so that the proper paperwork could be completed and deadlines met.  The college is placed in a liability situation when people begin teaching without proper clearances.    Dr. Andrews asked Mr. Schultz and the deans to work with division chairs to ensure that paperwork is completed.

When asked by Dr. Wagstaff  if there was any particular order for the items proposed in the bond, Dr. Andrews believed the items will be placed in priority based upon the survey results.  Dr. Andrews believed the first item on Porterville’s list would be the health science building.  He noted the community outreach campaign would begin soon.  Porterville will be receiving approximately 18 percent of the total bond proceeds.  Two well known and highly respected individuals from the community will be serving on the KCCD Bond Advisory Committee—Ken Goodwin and Letty Cotta.

IV. Next Regular Meeting Date/Time

The President’s Cabinet meetings will begin again in September on Mondays at noon.  Attendance seems to be down when the meetings are held at 7:00 a.m.
