1. Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at noon

2. Review of Meeting’s Minutes.

3. Budget Status (Andrews)

· 2003-04 Operating Budget Ending Balance

· Expecting a positive ending balance which should be available sometime during the month of September
· John Etcheverry, Director Business Services, is off campus today so no detailed report is available

· 2004-05 Tentative Budget

· 7% increase projected in budget will all be consumed by increased compensation costs.

· State budget has not been communicated to KCCD by the CCCCO.  Each college will present it’s budget at the October Board meeting in Bishop
4. Providing Medications to Students (Rowlett & Andrews)

· College nurse must be the only person distributing any and all medications to students
· Faculty Chairs need to communicate this information to all faculty in their division
· Personal and college legal liability is the concern.  SISC has directed us to inform all employees of this stipulation
· Cindy Rowlett, college nurse, reiterated that an email with guidelines was sent out

· Dr. Andrews will also send a follow-up memo as a further reminder

· Any questions regarding this should be directed to college nurse for clarification

5. Medical Assistance via Ambulance (Rowlett & Andrews)

· Handout –  “Release of Care Against Medical Advise”
· If person refuses ambulance, release form must be completed and submitted to the College Nurse
· College nurse must be called whenever a medical assistance need arises
· Forms will always be available in nurse’s office
· Division chairs should keep forms available in their office
· At night, forms will be available at the Information Desk – for emergency make sure Paul Lindsey, Public Safety Officer, is contacted
· Will see about posting on website under other ‘forms’ listed for availability
· Nurse – KCCD District Insurance carrier, SISC, has informed campus nurse that an ambulance MUST be sent every time to address insurance liability
· Every ambulance attendant will also have form for person(s) who refuse their assistance
· Slip, trip or fall – student insurance covers. Not sure for seizures.  Will determine and communicate.
· Gary will make sure email is resent on how to contact Paul Lindsey, Public Safety Officer
6. Expansion of Visitor Parking Spaces

· Continuing complaints from community has caused a need to expand the number of visitor parking spaces
· Newly designated visitor parking spaces will be adjacent to existing visitor parking spaces, and will provide 16 spaces
· Signs are being made to clearly mark the visitors parking for 30 minutes
7. Fire Zone Parking Curb Painting

· Already taken care of thanks to Gary Wallace and M/O staff
· If you see curbs on campus that should be a red fire lane, please contact Gary Wallace
· Anticipate that parking lots will be resurfaced and relined.  RFQ will be going out soon
· Swap meet will have to be closed during the time of resurfacing
· Director of Health Careers respectfully requests including in the bid the back parking lot adjacent to Health Careers
8. Early College Charter High School (Andrews)
· Dr. Andrews commended the informative email debate on the issues surrounding this important question
· No decision has been made at this time
· Committee members were encouraged to visit community colleges that have Charter schools, and to meet with colleagues.  VP Schultz can arrange for visits
· Comment:  Conflicting answers from the TCOE and the La Sierra Charter School which needs to be consistent

· Dr. Andrews encouraged everyone to be as open minded as possible

· Keep dialogue going on website, email, & open forums to keep informed

· Dr. Andrews thanked the academic senate, and the other staff involved in the committee overseeing this task

· Comment:  San Joaquin Delta has a early college high school on its campus

9. ASPC 2004-05 Budget (Santry)

· Handout – Porterville College ASPC Operational Budget  - Expenses, Income
· ASPC President Brandon Santry reviewed each item through a overhead presentation

· Activities - $5,000 (fundraisers, etc.)

· Question – under speakers/guests can a division request support for a particular speaker.

…  Answer – yes

· Discount cards - PCF establishing an alumni association that will also help with the discount card (ASB card) cost – Fall $15, Spring $7

· Working at building their savings to a healthier balance and establish a reserve.  Suggested by John Etcheverry, Business Director

· Comment:  Pirate cards are also used as a form of identification for financial aid, library cards.  Benefits include: amusement parks, airline flights, Amtrak discounts.  There are many pluses to purchasing a card
