III. Budget Status – J. Etcheverry
2004-05 Tentative Budget

· Nothing new presented from the State from last months report
· October 14th scheduled meeting to pass final budget at State level
· Current budget projections show PC will get 7% increase next year

· Ellen Medley, Business Division Faculty, will be out due to accident and funds needed to cover for substitute instructors

· John Etcheverry, Director Business Services, made ‘unofficial’ announcement of leaving PC for new job in Washington DC.  End of September anticipated date of departure
· Dr. Andrews will hire an interim Business Director.  Has set a goal of one week crossover for training
IV. Porterville College Chemical Hygiene Plan –INFORMATION ITEM.  
The Porterville College Chemical Hygiene Plan was approved by the PC Safety Team at its meeting of July 15, 2004.  The document needs the review and approval of the President’s Cabinet.  This item will be on the October 18 agenda for approval.
