I. Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 12:00 noon.  Dr. Andrews announced that, pending KCCD Board approval at the Thursday, May 2nd board meeting, Steven Schultz will be named Vice President of Learning, Kathleen Bennett as Dean of Learning, and Antonia Ecung, from Morrisville College in the SUNY system located near Rome, New York, as Dean of Learning. Steven Schultz introduced Cindy Rowlett as the new Porterville College Nurse.

III. Co-Division Chairs Proposal (Schultz, Davis)

Steven Schultz reported a proposal has been brought before the Academic Senate and College Learning Council of shared division chair responsibilities. It is now being brought before President’s Cabinet for information and discussion for any concerns. Discussion ensured on the concerns.

Conclusion:

1) Consensus was reached by Cabinet members, pending details to be worked out for next year, to allow co-chairs for divisions. 

IV. Transportation Policy for DRC Update (Wilkins)

Carol Wilkins distributed a handout and reported an agreement form has been drafted for DRC students access transportation.  Discussion ensued on specific requirements of the student.

Conclusion:

1) Cabinet members suggested clarification on some of the wording on behalf of student understanding.

2) Suggested changes will be submitted be Dean Schultz to district legal counsel for review and then back to President’s Cabinet for approval.

V. KH Aggregated Recommendations (Bennett, Schultz)

The District-wide KH Implementation team meeting is set for April 30th at the Learning Services Center, Bakersfield.  The purpose will be to review progress and to reach consensus on an aggregated list of recommendations.

Conclusion:

1) A college van will be leaving at 8:30 a.m. for transportation to meeting.

2) Several cabinet members requested copies of distributed handout from last meeting outlining PC’s aggregated suggestions.

3) The list of aggregated recommendations presented was accepted by members for presentation at the April 30 meeting.

VI. Renaming the KH Implementation Team

Dr. Andrews reported an agreement was made with the current KH Implementation Team that a monitoring committee would need to continue to oversee the progress on each campus & the LSC.  A new name for this ongoing committee needs to be established. Discussion ensued on names and no resolution was reached.

VII. Proposed Bond Measure List of Projects (Andrews, Carley)

Mike Carley, Institutional Researcher, reviewed and explained for Cabinet members the ranked list of projects. Discussion ensued concerning the rankings.

Conclusion:

1) Top 2 items both concern new classroom space. Suggestion made to consolidate to one.

2) Pete Hauk will check with the district architects on estimated costs clarifications and report at next meeting.

VIII. Proposed Facility Changes (Andrews)

Dr. Andrews reported considerations and implications concerning moving of offices in the Academic Center building.

Conclusion:

1) Vice President, both Deans and support staff move from ‘Student Learning Services’ to previous location formally known as ‘Office of Instruction’ and where the current Human Resources Office resides.

2) Current Director of Human Resources will move to Bakersfield College to assume district-wide duties for District as Associate Director of Human Resources with primary responsibility for Porterville College and Cerro Coso College.  Human Resources Office support staff will move to current location of Dean Schultz’s office suite.

3) Decision still needs to be made on where Institutional Research Office, currently in Human Resources Office, will move.

4) Matriculation and Transfer Center will move to current location of Dean Bennett’s office and support staff.

5) Dr. Hall raised the issue of the cramped space for the instrumental and voice music facilities.
