Review/Discuss Classified Flex Day(s)

Based on the suggestion that our campus, along with Cerro Coso’s campus, get together with Bakersfield to organize a joint Classified Retreat, Ken Robinson contacted Kristen Rabe at BC.  She is the one responsible for the planning and implementation of BC’s Classified Retreat.  The Committee asked if Kristen Rabe would be able to do a short presentation on what the retreat entails and any ideas on how we would be able to implement a District-wide Classified Retreat.  Ken Robinson will contact her to see if a meeting would be possible.
Review/Discuss Faculty Flex Days in August
Ellen Medley contacted Todd at the LSC in regards to what format and technology he will require and what parameters he will need for his presentation.  He has already set aside both days, he would like to give a 30 min. general presentation on the first morning, then would like to offer multiple sessions.  He would like 1.5 hours for each session, so that he can cover all of the material and he would like the use of one of the computer classrooms so that he can give a hands-on demonstration.  He could possibility do a total of 5 sessions with 25-30 people per session.
As discussed previously the Committee plans to include Ken Robinson, who will be covering several HR issues, such as Sexual Harassment and Discrimination.  In regards to the suggestion to provide a professional/interesting/dynamic speaker, as well as the possibility of performing skits to act out various situations, Ken has some ideas and will report back to the Committee at a later time. The Committee decided that including some type of financial planning, possibly emphasizing saving for a child’s college education, would be enough to fill the itinerary and round out the two days.  Ellen Medley will call Diana Burton and Jennifer Lindgren and Stewart Hathaway will contact AG Edwards and Investment Centers of America at Bank of the Sierra to see if they would be interested in providing a presentation and/or a panel discussion.
