(2) 60 credits with 18-27 credits depending on the “discipline” and choose from one of the following options:

a. Intersegmental General Education Transfer Curriculum (IGETC)*, Ethnic Studies, Education P101/1, and  Physical Education
requirements.

or
b. CSU General Education Breadth Requirements *, Ethnic Studies, Education P101/1, and Physical Education requirements.

*All IGETC and some selected General Education Breadth Requirements must be completed with grades of “C” or higher.

The ASSOCIATE IN SCIENCE degree may be awarded to students who satisfy the Associate in Arts degree General Education Breadth Requirements
listed above and complete a major of at least eighteen (18) credits in the physical or biological sciences.  Only those science courses numbered P100
- P299 (1-9) with a credit value of four (4) or more will be counted as part of this eighteen (18) credit requirement.  Exceptions to these numbers
are Anatomy P110, Biology P101, Geology P110, and Physical Science P112 which are not counted as major credits for the AS degree.

DUAL DEGREES/MAJORS: Credits used to satisfy the major requirement in one degree/major cannot be used to satisfy a graduation requirement in
the other degree/major.

Credits earned in courses numbered P070-P089 (70-89) do not count toward the associate degree.
NOTE:  A maximum of 12 credits of “CR” (credit) graded courses may be counted toward graduation.
