
One Way to Bring Etudes Modules in to Moodle 
 

Please note these two things: 1) Using this method will prevent you from being able to edit the 

modules once you import them into Moodle.  2) This method may result in some breakage of the 

standard navigation provided within Moodle. 

Step 1:  Open your Etudes site and go to Modules, and click on Manage at the top. 

 

 

Step 2:  Click on Import/Export. 

 

  



Step 3:  Leave the default type as IMS Content Package and select the first module that you want to 

export and then click the Export button.  (Note: You will only be exporting one module at a time.

Step 4:  You will see a window pop-up asking what you want to do with the file.  Choose to save the file 

and if you have a choice, save the file to a location that you can easily find.  In fact, if you have many 

modules to export, you may want to create a folder in which to save your exported files.  (Note:  The

Select the first module 
you want to export. 



Step 5: Now open your Moodle course site and decide where you want the module that you just 

exported to be placed.  

 

 

Step 6: Click on !ŘŘ ŀ wŜǎƻǳǊŎŜΧ on the week/topic in which you want to place your exported module, 

and choose Add an IMS Content Package.

Step 9: You will then see a window like this.  Click the Browse button. 

 

Step 10:  In the dialog box that opens, locate the file that you previously exported from Etudes and click 

on it and then click the Open button (Note: Your dialog box might look different and the button name 

may be different.) 

 

Step 11: Your file information will be displayed in the text box, and you will now click on Upload this file.

Step 13: Keep the default settings for now.  You can experiment with them later if you wish and click 

Save and display. 

 

  



Step 14: You will see a message saying that the IMS Content Package is not yet deployed. Click Deploy. 

 

 

Step 15:  You will see a message saying that the package is loaded.  Click View IMS Content Package. 

 

 

Step 16: You will see the results of your export/import process.
