1. 5 or more absences result in your being dropped (or, if after the 60% date, 4/4) failed. Roll is
taken online and recorded to MyGradebook. Two tardies count as one absence. Make
attendance and promptness top priorities.

3. Late papers are scored as follows:

a.-25% for any paper handed in after the beginning of class on the due date.

b. -50% per day thereafter. On occasion, papers may be submitted via email if approved by me.
Use only MSWord 2000 or later. I cannot access others. 1 am happy to review your essay and
include comments prior to the due date. Take advantage of this service.

5. All scores are recorded on mygradebook. Be sure to let me know if I made any mistakes. I will
fix them immediately (more on mygradebook later). 20 points will be allowed for bonus this
semester.
