Description:


The application of mathematical operations to the solution of mathematical-oriented problems.  Emphasis is on the reading and comprehension of word problems, includes the computational skills for linear, area measurements, the metric system, U.S. customary system, ratio and proportion, percent and interest in loans and investments, motion, statistics, geometric shapes, mathematical tables, taxes, signed numbers, and introduction to algebra.

Attendance:

(No 3-ring binders)  You may ask questions the next class period—this is why it is important to keep up with homework.  The assignments are due at the start of class on test days.  (No exceptions.)
Grading:

There will be 9 chapter tests approximately every 1-2 weeks.  The lowest score will be thrown out.  

There is a test preview that is due the day of the test and will be reviewed on test day.  The preview will not be graded; it is optional for your test preparation.  
    The final will be comprehensive and will count double.  You must take the final or you will be given a double zero and your highest score will be thrown out.

Quizzes & worksheets:

Quizzes/worksheets will be given periodically. There will be approximately 100 points in quizzes/worksheets and cannot be made up under any circumstances.

Lab:


Math61L is the computer lab portion of the class.  We will have lab orientation during the first week.  You are responsible for completing the lab on your own time.  This will count as 2 tests (200 points).  You will receive points according to how much of the lab you complete.  If you complete 80% of the lab, you will receive 80% of 200 points which is 160 points.  To pass Math61L, you will need to pass 80% of the lab.

A comprehensive review quiz will be given at the end of each chapter.  The review quizzes will total up to approximately 100 points.  You will have one week to complete the extra credit (No exceptions.)
